Even as she lay crippled by cancer, she would worry about what to
feed the visitors, how to make them feel comfortable. She gave hundreds of
dollars to help folks struggling to buy groceries. She especially loved her
grandchildren, always carrying them in her heart. She made sure that every
Christmas, each one of them had exactly what they asked for. 

 

Bobbie suffered much pain in her cancer journey, unable to get out of bed the
last two months. But there was always His sustaining grace. Now the night
has turned into a glorious dawn…no more night…no more pain…no more
tears…never dying again. 

 

Thank you from all of us here in her family for the faithful presence, passion,
prayers of you all, her dear friends. Her family (And many of you) took the
burden of helping to care right to their hearts. They cleaned the house,
washed clothes, cooked meals, fixed broken things, ran errands, put money in
the hand, drove long distances, visited, stood close, loved Bobbie with a
passionate heart, prayed and prayed some more.
