When as soon as | got to Momma's house on the current trip Mary
would come right over to hear the latest, and we laughed a lot
.Whenever I left to go back home to NC, | was to stop over and give
her a list of things to take care of at the house and say good bye to
her and Joe. Then she would stand at their front door and wave
goodbye having admonished me not to forget to call when i got
home safely.l therefore remember clearly the last time i saw
her...standing at the front door and smiling . | am forever grateful to
all the help she gave me (although | often dreaded when the phone
rang in Durham from TR because it meant something had
happened at Momma's house that had to be repaired.) But | never
had to worry because she was always alert to the smallest problem
and always on the case! And as | have told everyone, | could not
have kept the house all these years without her.
